Macon County Health Department Gains Great Recognition Locally & World-

Wide for H1N1 Vaccination Clinic 

On Friday, October 23, 2009, the Macon County Health Department held a H1N1 vaccination 

clinic for children ages 4 to 18. Staff from all departments, Medical Reserve Corps volun-

teers, student nurses from Richland Community College, and staff from the Decatur Police 

Department and Macon County Sheriffõs Department all worked together to provide 1,592 

vaccinations that day from 8:30 to 11 a.m. and 1 to 6 p.m.  Upon arrival, people were di-

rected by the parking team to an appropriate parking spot and into the entrance with signs 

provided by the Macon County Highway Department. After completing screening and con-

sent forms, people were directed through the health department to have their forms re-

viewed. When their forms were finalized, they were sent to the appropriate hallway for 

whatever age group into which their children fit.  After quickly receiving the H1N1 vaccina-

tion, they were sent into the main lobby to complete their 15 minute observation period, rec-

ommended by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC). While they were wait-

ing out their observation period, they were talked to by staff and volunteers and given 

health -related and òI got vaccinatedó stickers. Dr. Samir Patel was also on-site, not only an-

swering questions for the parents in attendance, but also providing entertainment for the 

children. The staff and 

volunteers working the 

clinic were provided a 

free lunch from the Salva-

tion Army, who were 

parked on -site.  Through-

out the day, staff and vol-

unteers continued to ac-

cept and overhear com-

pliments from the parents 

and children in atten-

dance. Many people pro-

vided excellent feedback, 

stating that the clinic 

moved very quickly and 

they were very impressed 

with the attitude and be-

havior of those working. 

There were several par-

ents who stated to staff and volunteers that this was the first time they had come to the 

health department and they were very happy with their experience. Residents started lining 

up for the clinic at 5 a.m. Health Department officials opened clinic doors early for both the 

morning and afternoon sessions due to staff preparedness and the forming line. Several 

media outlets attended the event; coverage was shown on WAND, WICS, and in the Herald 

and Review.  The Macon County Health Department is very proud of the accomplishments of 

the entire staff leading up to, on, and even after October 23rd. The response for the H1N1 

situation has been amazing and the health department staff and volunteers have been in-

valuable to the community in these health -related efforts. Aside from media coverage, the 



Whatôs happening at the Decatur Macon County Senior Center ??
